K&N Engineering, Inc., suggests checking the air filter element periodically for excessive dirt build-up. Depending on your 
driving conditions, we recommend cleaning your air filter every 50,000 miles. To clean and re-oil, purchase our filter
Recharger® service kit, part number 99-5050 or 99-5000 and follow the easy instructions.

CLEANING:

1. 	Remove the dirty air filter assembly.
2. Remove the rubber hose from the base of the dirty air filter by pushing it out from the inside. Remove it carefully as 
	 you will be re-installing it in the K&N® air filter in the next step. (Figs 1-3)
3. Install the rubber hose removed in Step 2 by pushing it in from the outside of the base plate. Align the tab on the 
	 hose to the notch in the base plate. When correctly installed, the base of the hose will sit flush with the base of the 
	 filter, and the hose will be centered in the filter opening. (Fig 4)
4. Clean the backing plate and housing.
5. Install the K&N® filter assembly using the stock gasket and hardware. 
	 NOTE: The recommended torque for the three bolts that hold the K&N® filter in place is 45in-lbs. 
6. Install the air filter housing.
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
